7. The First Census of Los Angeles, 1781

Census of the population of the City of the Queen of the Angels, founded Septermber
47,1781, on the banks of Porcitncula River, distant 45 leagues from the Presidio of
San Diego, 27 leagues from the site selected for the establishment of the presidio of
Santa Barbara, and about a league and a half from the San Gabriel Mission: mcluding
the names and ages of the residents, their wives and children. Also an account of the
number of animals and their kind, as distributed; with a note describing those to be
held in common as sires of the different kinds, farming mnplements, forges. and rools
for carpenter and cast work, and other things as received.
